Speech development is the main purpose of this material.  

The cards are either laminated either printed in order to be glued on a A3 sheet 

or a notebook.

HOW TO USE IT  

Pupils can work two by two in order to discuss, confront their ideas. Pupils can 

either work two by two, on their own, it depends on how much they want to 

interact.  

They will cut the pictograms and replace it in the right order. 

Then they can all gather their works and re-tell the story.

 A Sioux put a buffalo hide on his back. 

 
 He sneaks into the midst of the flock. 
 



 A band of Sioux hunters appear. 

 
 Ravens caw. 

 
 Attention dear friends, the Sioux are coming. 

 
 Save yourselves (quickly)! 

 
 The Sioux attack with their stones. 

 
All but one of the bison escapes. 

 
Chapter 4 The catch 

 He continues to graze the grass. 

 
Then the white raven comes to him. 

 
 He cries out to him, “caw, caw”  

 
 Be careful, my friend, the Sioux are coming 

 
 Run away (quickly)! 

 
 The fake bison gets up (very quickly). 

 
 He captures the great white raven. 



 
 He ties his legs with a rope. 

 
 He ties his legs with a large stone. 

 
 He brings him back to the village council.
 
 
 What to do with that raven? 

 
 It prevents us from hunting. 

 
 It prevents us from feeding our families. 

 
 (Suddenly) a furious Sioux seizes him. 

 
 He plunges him into the fire in the middle of the council. 

 
The rope burns and the bird flies away. 

 
 Some feathers are charred. 

 
 He manages to escape. 

 
 He promises never to do it again. 

 
 Neither he nor all the other ravens, 

 
 Since that time all the ravens have been black.
